Southern States Cooperative FFA Leadership Scholarship – Statewide – $1,000 per year for four years 

One (1) Scholarship Awarded – The Southern States Cooperative Leadership scholarship is for a FFA 

member who is a resident of North Carolina and is the son or daughter of an agricultural producer.  The student 

must be an incoming freshman enrolling at North Carolina State University in the College of Agriculture and 

Life Sciences.  The student must have a minimum of a 2.7 GPA on a 4.0 scale. 

All scholarship applications are due to the State FFA Office by 5:00 pm on April 6, 2012.   
 
All scholarships are paid directly to the educational institution by the North Carolina FFA Foundation.  Verification of enrollment is 

required prior to payment.  No FFA member may receive more than one (1) scholarship during a single application period.  

Scholarship amounts are subject to change based on sponsorship amounts and availability.
