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Steps to Start Home School Agricultural Education

Step 1
Read the Home School Agricultural Education information documents online.

Step 2
Determine the agricultural education course(s) to use with your student and begin.  

Step 3
Complete North Carolina FFA Homeschool Membership Application form.  Once the application is reviewed, you will receive an email regarding the status of the application. 

Once the application is approved, you will be invoiced for the membership fee and receive additional information regarding the membership.

The FFA membership cycles start on August 1 each year.  Enroll early for a full year’s involvement.

Step 4
Sign up for the NC FFA Listserve for updates and information about statewide FFA activities.  Register for statewide events of interest.  Determine the local FFA Federation and Region in which you live and reach out to the advisor for a schedule of events.
