MEGA Conference will be held March 7-8, 2020, at the Greensboro-High Point Marriott Airport.

The advanced content in this conference will focus on the power of
influence, developing trust, collaboration with others, creating and maintaining a positive image,
and understanding what's next in personal growth and leadership development. (Limit 60
participants)

Spring Training - This conference is for members who are genuinely interested in running for
State FFA Office in June 2020. The newly-revised State FFA Officer selection process as well as the
duties of a State FFA Officer will be explained. The main focus of this conference will be on
personal development and understanding how to leverage our own unique strengths and talents.
(Limit 30 participants)
