�Quote from RRO “In � HYPERLINK "http://www.constitution.org/rror/rror-01.htm" \l "1" \t "_blank" �1-6� are explained the necessary steps preliminary to debate namely, that when no business is pending a member shall rise and address the chair by his title, and be recognized by the chair as having obtained the floor; and that the member shall then make a motion which, after being seconded, shall be stated by the chair, who shall then ask, "Are you ready for the question?" The question is then open to debate, as is partially explained in 7.”


�Benjie list this as the correct answer.  I don’t know how it can be correct.  RRO pg 18, lines 30 -33 talks about rules for voting – Standing rules can be adopted, amended, suspended; page3 74, lines 20-21.  Page 261, lines 7- 9 says it can be applied to any rule of the assembly except bylaws (even here there is the exception for rules of order placed within the bylaws).  It cannot be applied to rules contained in the constitution or corporate charter, but everything else is fair game. .Answer C is found on page 264.line 6 and 7.
