Directions 
From Winston-Salem:  (40 E) Travel on Interstate 40 East until you reach the city of Greensboro. Once in Greensboro, continue on I-40 East to Exit #127 (Highway 29 North, Reidsville Exit). Take Exit 127 onto HWY 29 North.  Remain on HWY 29 North for approx. four miles.  Take the West Market Street/NC A&T State University Exit.  Once you exit, yield to the right on Market Street.  At the second stoplight, turn right on Benbow Road and travel for .20 miles. On your right will be the N. Luther Street Parking Lot, DO NOT PARK THERE, on your left will be the B.C. Webb Building.  Continue through the next stop light and you will see the Corbett Sports center on your left.  Make the next left turn at John Mitchell Drive, stop your bus at the Memorial Student Union, unload your students and someone will escort you to the Stallings Ballroom.  Drivers will be guided to park buses at another location. 
From Charlotte (85 N) Travel on Interstate 85 North until you reach the city of Greensboro. Once in Greensboro, continue on I-85 North to Exit #127 (Highway 29 North, Reidsville Exit). Take Exit 127 onto HWY 29 North.  Remain on HWY 29 North for approx. four miles.  Take the West Market Street/NC A&T State University Exit.  Once you exit, yield to the right on Market Street.  At the second stoplight, turn right on Benbow Road and travel for .20 miles. On your right will be the N. Luther Street Parking Lot, DO NOT PARK THERE, on your left will be the B.C. Webb Building.  Continue through the next stop light and you will see the Corbett Sports center on your left.  Make the next left turn at John Mitchell Drive, stop your bus at the Memorial Student Union, unload your students and someone will escort you to the Stallings Ballroom.  Drivers will be guided to park buses at another location.

From Durham (85 S/40 W) Travel on Interstate 85 South/40 West to Greensboro.  Once in Greensboro, take Exit #128 (Lee Street Exit).  Bear right and continue on Lee Street approximately 2.7 miles.  Turn right on Benbow Road at stoplight.  Travel on Benbow Road for .8 mile until reaching the Market Street intersection/stoplight.  Cross over Market Street and travel for .20 miles.  On your right will be the N. Luther Street Parking Lot, DO NOT PARK THERE, on your left will be the B.C. Webb Building.  Continue through the next stop light and you will see the Corbett Sports center on your left.  Make the next left turn at John Mitchell Drive, stop your bus at the Memorial Student Union, unload your students and someone will escort you to the Stallings Ballroom.  Drivers will be guided to park buses at another location.

PLEASE REGISTER BY March 4th, 2016
1. Go to ncffa.org and underneath the main homepage area, you will see 4 boxes – click on the one that says Register and Request.  
2. Click on CDE Registration
3. Chapter Name and Number – Please type your chapter name, followed by your chapter number (NCxxxx) 

4. Advisor Name and Advisor Email are required
5. Career Development Event – select the event from the drop down list

6. Student Name 1 – 4 list the names of students you are registering for the event
(Please submit only the appropriate number of team participants!  Alternates are not allowed at state CDE events)

7. If you would like to print a copy of your submission for your records, please use your browser’s print function before clicking submit.

8. Click Submit when all the applicable fields have been entered and you have printed a copy for your records (optional).
